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Just as there were many who were appalled at him – his 

appearance so disfigured beyond that of any man and his 

form marred beyond human likeness” (Isaiah 52:14) 
 

An accident scene can be a gruesome place, something 

you don’t want to see again.  The same can be said of a 

brutal crime scene.  We may become sick to our 

stomachs as we investigate what one person or group did 

to another person or group.  We may be appalled that 

humans would treat other humans in such an awful way. 
 

When we see Jesus on the cross, he sure doesn’t like a conquering hero.  He sure 

doesn’t display the glory we remember from the Transfiguration.  He is a beaten 

man, literally.  His body bears the visible marks of the abuse he has endured. 

Perhaps parents shielded the eyes of their children so they wouldn’t see such a 

sight. 
 

We may become upset when we see this picture prophesied in Isaiah and fulfilled 

on Calvary. Would we want to see Jesus on the cross?  Would we want to hear his 

cries for help to the Father – cries that seem to go unnoticed by the Father?  Yet, 

this gruesome sight was part of what Jesus had to endure to secure a place in 

heaven for us.  As we consider Jesus’ disfigured appearance on the cross may we 

humbly confess our sins and plead for his mercy, trusting that God has been 

gracious to us.  Our Savior, God’s servant, serves us by dying that horrible death.  

To him be all the glory now and forever.

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Missions News 
 

This month again we are highlighting the Kids c.a.r.e. mission.  Kids c.a.r.e. stands for Kids care about reaching 

everyone with the gospel.  It began in 2005 when the Lutheran Women's Missionary Society (LWMS) 

encouraged children to support missions through prayer and offerings.  It has taken off and been blessed! 
 

This year Kids c.a.r.e. money received from June 2009 to May 2010 is being used to focus on Pakistan.  Mission 

work there differs from traditional world missions because there is not a permanent missionary in the country.  It 

is headed by a Christian doctor. 
 

A request for Christian literature translated into the native Urdu language came in 2002 and thus began work in 

Pakistan.  Today, 17,000 people are being reached through the Bible Correspondence Program.  Six full-time and 

eight part-time workers use 17 guided self-study books on several different topics for the program.  There are two 

series of Sunday school lesson books for children and they hope to increase that ministry to 50 schools and have 

1,000 kids involved. 
 

Much prayer is needed for this mission.  Along with petitions for the gospel message to be proclaimed in all of 

Pakistan, the Christian doctor who heads the ministry there needs petitions for his health and welfare.  Since 

Pakistan is a Muslim nation, safety for all Christians there is high on the prayer list.  Please remember them in 

your quiet time. 
 

Our Sunday school offerings from Shepherd of the Valley for the months of January through April will be going 

to this ministry.  Below you will read the note from the coordinator for this area to the children involved in Kids 

c.a.r.e. this year.  If you can, please have your children read it with you so they better understand how God is 

using their offerings to help children halfway around the world.
